How to fill in the Language Assessment Sheet?
e  Fillin parts 1-3: the language to be assessed, the information on the applicant, and the information on the language teacher (if applicable).
o Fillin part 4, the evaluation table: all skill presented vertically on the left-hand side are evaluated on a horizontal row both by the applicant and the language teacher.
- The applicant marks Jabove the description that in his/her opinion describes his/her language skills the best. The applicant can choose only one description on each horizontal row.
- The teacher marks [ above the description that in his/her opinion describes the applicant’s language skills the best. The teacher can choose only one description on each horizontal row.
e Both the applicant and the language teacher sign the paper. Teacher adds an official stamp.
