References in the text should be made in square 

brackets, first the number of the title in the References at the end of the paper, then 

the number of the page to which the reference is made, e.g. [1, 95–96].  

 

Papers violating the instructions may not be included in the Conference proceedings. 

The authors are solely responsible for the content of their papers.
